Title:  Winter Survival

Lesson Description:  Eat or sleep?  Stay where it’s cold or migrate?  Do animals plan ahead?  How do critters decide?  Students will discover the answers to these questions as they learn about animal adaptation through tracking, hands-on activities and educational games.


Theme:  Animals remain active, hibernate, or migrate during the winter months, and have special adaptations for each habit.
